SPECIAL BUYER PROGRAM
In Autumn 2016  the Tradefair was visited by over 4.000 buyers and fashion professionals from the following Russian cities: Almetyevsk, Anapa, Apatite, City, Barnaul, Bratsk, Bryansk and Velikie Luki, Veliky Novgorod, Vladivostok, Vladimir, Vologda, Voroniy, Vyshniy Volochok, Yekaterinburg, Zlatoust, Ivanovo, Kaliningrad, Kamensk-Uralsky, Kostomuksha, Kineshma, Kirov, Kirov, Komsomolsk – on – Amur, Korolev, Krasnodar, Krasnoyarsk, Magnitogorsk, Mirniy, Monchegorsk, Moscow, Murmansk, Nizhnevartovsk, Nizhny Novgorod, Nizhny Tagil, Novosibirsk, Orel, Partizansk, Penza, Perm, Petrozavodsk, Pskov, Rossosh, Samara, St. Petersburg, Saratov, Smolensk, Sortavala, Tver, Tomsk, Ufa, Chelyabinsk, Cherepovets, Yakutsk, Yaroslavl and others. Pleased to note that our Tradefair was also visited by fashion specialists and  experts from neighboring countries: Austria, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Kazakhstan, China, Latvia, Lithuania, Moldova, Mongolia, USA, Turkey, Finland, Czech Republic and Estonia.  The ratio of fashion specialists and buyers was as follows: 62% - buyers and retailers, 38%  - fashion professionals. 
The Business Centre was open for exhibitors and professional visitors during all 4 days of the tradefair.  It was a place for intensive workshops, master classes and discussion of key issues of fashion business development for buyers and professionals. There was an opportunity to use office equipment and free-of-charge Internet at the Business centre.
The project "Valuable staff for fashion industry" was organized together with the portal FashionJobs.com in frames of the Tradefair for both employers and job seekers. During 4 days of the Tradefair over 500 people appealed for help in finding work. The leading companies of St. Petersburg and Russia were consulted by HR professionals and get the opportunity to meet with the talent pool of the industry.
COMPETITION OF YOUNG DESIGNERS “GENERATION NEXT”
The Final of the XVI International competition of young designers "Generation NEXT" was organized in Autumn 2016 in frames of the Tradefair. It was participated with 84 projects 
1. 30 projects in the “Textiles" category
2. 29 projects (clothes) and 3 projects (accessories and shoes) in the "Suit" category
3. 22 projects in the "Graphic design" category.
This season for the first time the competition was open not only to graduates of the current year, but also for students of Universities, Colleges and training schools. The competition received 96 applications from 17 educational institutions of Russia, Belarus and Italy.

The graduation projects and works of students were performed at a high level and mostly aimed at industrial implementation. We would like to pay additional attention to the complex projects in which the authors develop at the same time textiles, clothing and accessories: shoes, bags, hats and decoration.
Among the finalists of the autumn session 2016 were regular participants and winners of past years. For them "Generation NEXT" - not just a passing phase in career development but also a comfortable working environment, giving young designers the opportunity to improve their skills, gain professional experience and make useful contacts. All finalists received from  the Tradefair organizers free admission to the workshops of the Economic Forum of Fashion Industry.

12 finalists in the "Suit" category took part in the fashion show on the catwalk. Sabina Alyshova from Minsk - the winner of last year competition - presented her collection at the showroom of young designers.
